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The Bible and the Grave

The Bible has much to tell about the grave. In Hebrew the word used for the grave
is sheol and the Greek word is hades. Again, the understanding of the grave differs
greatly from denomination to denomination. Searching the scriptures will bring a true
understanding of the grave.

7. Ecclesiastes 9:4-10 “For to him that is joined to all the living there is hope: for a living dog is better
than a dead lion. For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not any thing, neither have
they any more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten.
