NIMROD, SEMARIMUS, TAMMUZ

Ham had a son named Cush who married a woman named Semiramis. Cush and Semiramis then had a
son they named Nimrod. After the death of his father, Nimrod married his own mother and became a
powerful king. Nimrod was killed by an enemy, and his body was cut 1n pieces and sent to various parts
of his kingdom. Semiramis had all of the parts gathered, except for one part that could not be found. That
missing part was his reproductive organ that 1s symbolized by the Obelisk, one of professed Christianity's
most prevalent symbols.

Semiramis claimed that Nimrod had ascended to the sun. She later became pregnant and declared that
Nimrod the “sun god” or Ba’al impregnated her through the “rays of the sun” and thus created the
fertility religion known as The Mystery Religion of Babylon. Semiramis, being the mother of Nimrod in
addition to his queen, then elevated herself up as “The Mother of God” and “Queen of Heaven” and
called herself the goddess Ishtar.

She had given a “virgin birth” to her new son named Tammuz who she claimed was the “reincarnated
Nimrod”, the incarnation of God 1n the flesh, and the “son of god”. Tammuz became the second member
of “the trinity”’. So Tammuz was believed to be the sungod Baal (Nimrod) 1n the flesh and at the same
time the son of God. The two, Semiramis and Tammuz, became worshipped as what we now know as
“Madonna and Child” then later Mary/Jesus as all the 1dols were simply renamed by different cultures.

THE GREAT RESETTLEMENT

FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES OF SEMENTH~
DAY ADMENTISTS.

As elsewhere stated, Seventh-day Adventists have no creed but
the Bible ; but they hold to certain well-defined points of faith,
for which they feel prepared to give a reason ‘‘to every man that
asketh”’ them. The following propositions may be taken as a
summary of the principal features of their religious faith, upon
which there i1s, so far as we know, entire unanimity throughout
the body. They believe, —

I. That there is one God, a personal, spiritual being, the creator of all
things, omnipotent, omniscient, and eternal : infinite in wisdom, holiness, justice,
goodness, truth, and mercy; unchangeable, and everywhere present by his
representative, the Holy Spirit. Ps. 139: 7.

“Just as soon as the people of God are sealed in their foreheads—1it 1s not
any seal or mark that can be seen, but a settling into the truth, both
intellectually and spiritually, so thev cannot be moved—just as soon as God's
people are sealed and prepared for the shaking, 1t will come.
