“My Pastor, Good morning from Liberia, West Africa. I hope that this message meets you and
your family well.

My brief Testimony:

My name is, Bishop Dr. Josiah K. Pah, Sr., a native of Liberia, from the Grebo tribe,
Southeastern Liberia, West Africa.

I am married to Ernestine Duncan Pah, and we are blessed with Seven Children. I had two
Children before meeting my wife, and there are nine Children, and eight grand children.

I came to know Christ through The Church of God in Christ here in Liberia. I have attended
seminaries, and became a full time Church Planter.

Pastor Daniel, through my Ministry I met several Ministries, and individuals who have deceived
and misled our Ministry. Here in Liberia, we are left with twelve Congregations, One Orphanage,
and a Christian school, both are in rural Liberia. About two days drive away from Liberia.

About a year ago we lost our Church facilities and residence to court action, as it was a wrong
person who sold the property to us. Right now the Church in Monrovia is meeting on a rented
land, and my family and I are living in a small house not to standard. Nearly we are at a zero
ground level.

Pastor, I have served Liberia in several positions in Government, but yet never sought out for
riches.

Positions served: Member, Liberia House of Parliament, Vice President for Administration, AME
Zion University, Monrovia, Liberia. Member, Constitutional Reform Committee, appointed by
President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf. Chairman of the Board of Directors, Liberia Petroleum Refining
Company, Appointed by President George M Weah. Member, Board of Directors, Liberia
Electricity Corporation, Appointed by President George M Weah.
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My Pastor, I believe and stand for humility, and servanthood.

Yes, my family and I are convinced that the Sabbath is real, and

Biblical, but have never met the right Sabbath keeping group.

Hence, since we met you we are very comfortable, and are happy
to be a part of your ministry. Yes, please welcome to Liberia,
West Africa...
